Chinese Bai Jiu Baijiu or shaojiu is a po-
tent Chinese distilled spirit. The name Bai-
jiu literally means “white liquor,” “white 
alcohol” or “white spirits.” (Chinese often 
mistakenly translate Baijiu as “wine” or 
“white wine”, but it is a distilled liquor, not 
a wine). North of the Yangzi River, Baijiu is 
commonly made from millet, sorghum,barley 
or wheat. South of the Yangzi glutinous, 
rice is usually used In appearance Baijiu is 
similar to Russian vodka, Japanese shochu, 
or Korean soju, yet its flavour is distinc-
tive and unique. Baijiu is generally between 
80 and 120 proof spirit (40-60% alcohol), 
making it a potent (and potentially danger-
ous) spirit.

Background to Floral Art 
Teas

Flower-scented green tea is thought to as-
sist in the elimination of toxins from the 
body, and is particularly suited to spring 
and summer drinking. Needle shaped tea 
leaves are used, and the quantity is double 
that usually found in tea making.  Hence, 
there is no need to add more tea leaves, 
and the taste and fragrance continue to 
develop as more water is added up to 3 or 
more times.

Meanwhile, the exquisite brewing of the tea 
flower is a delightful art form to watch.
